After installation, remove the stoppers from the racks and the retaining
elastic elements from the upper rack.

FILLING THE SALT RESERVOIR

Eco program is suitable to clean normally soiled tableware, that for this
use, it is the most efficient program in terms of its combined energy and
water consumption, and that it is used to assess compliance with the
EU Ecodesign legislation.

2 INTENSIVE
Program recommended for heavily soiled crockery, especially suitable
for pans and saucepans (not to be used for delicate items).

3 MIXED

Mixed soil. For normally soiled dishes with dried food residues.

4 FAST&CLEAN 28’
Program to be used for half load of lightly-soiled dishes with no dried
food residues. Does not have drying phase.

5 PRE-WASH

Use to refresh crockery planned to be washed later. No detergent to be
used with this program.

6 PUSH&GO
Everyday wash and dry cycle that ensures great cleaning performance
in a short time without the need to pre-treat dishes.

Please note that cycle Fast&Clean 28’ is dedicated for lightly soiled dishes.
